PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT
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PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS

· Locate and ensure you are familiar with all machine operations and controls 
· Ensure all guards are fitted, secure and functional. Do not operate if guards are missing or faulty.

· Ensure the 3 point linkage is attached to manufacturer’s specification.

· Ensure the 3 point linkage securing pinions and safety chains are in sound condition.

· Ensure the hydraulic rams, pneumatic mechanism, hoses and couplings are in sound condition.

· Ensure the interlocking device (if fitted) is functioning.

· Ensure that the cultivator perimeters guards (if fitted) are in sound condition.

· Ensure the cultivator tines and shear bolts are in sound condition.

· Ensure the tine spacing is to the manufacturer’s specification.

· Ensure the depth control wheels (if fitted) are operating.

· Check the tyre pressures.

OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS
· Keep clear of moving machine parts.

· Ensure no person or animal is endangered when operating equipment.

CLEANING UP
· Remove any foreign material from in and around tines, spacers, guards and hydraulic rams.

· Keep the work area and implement shed in a safe, clean and tidy condition.


POTENTIAL HAZARDS AND INJURIES
· Moving parts.
· Noise.
· Hair/clothing getting caught in moving machine parts.
· Flying debris.
DON’T
· Do not use faulty equipment. Immediately report suspect machinery.
